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Red Throated Diver — 1 seen heading south on 16/08/22 close to observatory.

Greenshank — seen on 16/08/22 heading south.

Black Guillemot — 1 on 03/08/22
Common Scoter — 4 seen on the sea 03/08/22
Curlew — 4 on 03/08/22 and 1 on 16/08/22
Dunlin — 4 on 04/08/22
Manx Shearwater — 25+ in one hour on 03/08/22, 4 on 04/08/22

Redshank — 8 seen heading south on 03/08/22
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Ringed Plover — 2 seen on 04/08/22

Common Sandpiper — 1 on 03/08/22 and 1 on 16/08/22

Willow Warbler — Adult feeding 1 fledgling seen 16/08/22
Wheatear — 2 or 3 birds seen on each visit.
Mute Swans — Still have the 2 who have been with us all summer.
